1. Our cause of Freedom, Redemption, International Repatriation and the future 

sponsor of the South Africa government in this cause. 
2. Representation before the African Union. 

3. Present Mission of the EABIC in South Africa. 
 
 

Concerning to the Agenda of Reasoning: 
 

1. The topic of the International Repatriation was approach and was presented the 4 
Point Agenda document. 
 

We were informed by Dra. Khoza, who was already aware of this topic because Mr. 
Sengani informed her about our previous meeting, that the documents 
presented by the EABIC were submitted to the Pan African Parliament of the 

African Union to be analyzed and discussed. 
 

The Ambassador inform us that the answer about the topic will come in February 
so when she received it, she would submitted the answer to us  
 



2. With respect to the representation before the African Union, this could be seen 
after the pronunciation of the Pan African Parliament referent to this topic. 

We ask in a formal way that the government of South Africa agitate in favor of the 
EABIC for the future application of an Observer in the African Union. 

 
Furthermore, Dra. Khoza told us that are preparing an African Conference of the 
Diaspora to be celebrated in the Caribbean and will be invited all the African 

groups’ representatives in the Diaspora. 
 
We are agitating, through the South Africa Embassy, to get an invitation to the 

EABIC to take part of this coming Conference. 
 

3. Dra. Khoza was well aware of the works of the Congress in South Africa and was 
seeking to strength us in every way according to her Office. 
We are trying to contact the Priests who are leading the works in South Africa to 

seek the way in which we could strength them through the Ambassador. 
 

Moreover the Ambassador Dra. Khoza offer us a open invitation to participate in 
future cultural presentations that the South Africa Embassy will make here in 
Chile. 

 
The portfolio with the activities of the EABIC Chile Branch in the arena of human 
rights and the dissemination of the Rastafari culture were presented to the 

Ambassador and we establish a dialogue to work on topics of mutual interest, as 
the human rights and African cause.
